





2.09 Disaster It is proposed that the State statutory definition of “disaster” be added, as it is

now needed for the newly recommended Section 7 of this Ordinance, “Emergency Waiver of
Standards”.

2.14 Facility: Current Department authority and practice includes used oil collection sites and
used oil filter collection sites, within the definition of “Facility”. However, the current Ordinance
definition of “Facility” does not specifically include these sites. To provide clarity without making
any substantive change to their regulatory status, it is proposed that the definition of “Facility” be
amended to include these types of sites.

2.26 Used Oil Collection Site: The Department’s policy is to regulate used oil collection sites
that collect oil from generators, but not from collection sites that collect only from “do-it-
yourselfers”. The current definition is not clear on this distinction and it is proposed that it be
amended to include only the collection sites for generators within the requirements of this
Ordinance.

2.27 Used Oil Filter Collection Site: The Department’s policy is to regulate used oil filter
collection sites that collect oil filters from generators, but not from a collection site that collects
from only “do-it-yourselfers”. The current definition is not clear and it is proposed that it be
amended to clarify that only collection sites that accept waste from generators are regulated
under this Ordinance.

Sectioh 3 — Standards

3.01 Standards Adopted

The requirements in Minnesota Hazardous Waste Rules, Minn. R. ch. 7045, referenced to the
date this Ordinance was last amended, are currently included in Ordinance No. 111. However,
the State rules have undergone periodic amendments since that time. It is proposed that this
sub-section be amended so that future amendments to Minn. R. ch. 7045 are included in this
Ordinance by reference upon promulgation by the State, with no requirement for additional
formal County Board approval.

Section 4 — General Provisions

4.02 License Required

In the current Ordinance, the County Board has delegated authority to the Environmental
Management Department to issue hazardous waste generator licenses, while retaining the
responsibility for issuing hazardous waste facility licenses. It is proposed that these authorities
remain as is. However, the current language in this sub-Section is somewhat confusing, so
some new language is proposed to clarify the licensing requirements for the three separate
hazardous waste licenses issued by the County: generator licenses, facility licenses, and
special hazardous waste processing/storage facility licenses.



4.08 Financial Assurance and Insurance

A.2. Generators

The current Ordinance language allows the County to require financial assurance of hazardous
waste facilities, but not for hazardous waste generators. The proposed language would allow
the County to require financial assurance for a hazardous waste generator if the Department
concludes that hazardous waste has been mismanaged by a generator or if a hazardous waste
generator’s site has become tax delinquent.

B. 1.

It is proposed that language be added to this sub-Section of the Ordinance to clarify that
financial assurance required of a hazardous waste generator by the Department remain in-place
at the time of renewal or extension of any hazardous waste generator license, unless changed
by the Department.

B.2.b. & c. Requirements for Financial Assurance Mechanisms. Irrevocable Letter of
Credit and Bond.

The current Ordinance language describes the requirements of two financial assurance
mechanisms, a bond and an irrevocable letter of credit, in the same paragraph. This
combination has caused some confusion, so it is proposed that language describing these two
mechanisms be separated into two parts. Additionally, it is proposed that the description of how
the financial assurance amount is calculated be removed from this Ordinance and be
determined by the County, based upon existing, specific risk factors.

Section 5 - Termination of Operation or Abandonment: No changes

Section 7 - Emergency Waiver of Standards

Under the current Ordinance, there are no provisions for a temporary suspension of hazardous
waste requirements to manage waste during a time of a declared emergency. A new Section to
the Ordinance is proposed that would allow the Department, in times of emergencies or
disasters, to temporarily waive selected hazardous waste Ordinance requirements, if specifically
requested. An example would be temporarily suspending the length of time the County allows
hazardous waste generators and facilities to store hazardous wastes, if extreme weather made
transport impossible. An emergency waiver would only be issued if an emergency has been
declared by the County Board Chair under Minn. Stat. § 12.29, the Governor has declared a
peacetime emergency under the authority of Minn. Stat. § 12.31, subd. 1, or there has been a
Presidential Declaration of a major disaster in the State of Minnesota.

SUMMARY

Public Services and Revenue Division staff has worked cooperatively with the County Sheriff's Office and the

County Attorney’s Office to update the County Ordinance No. 112, Regulating Assemblages of Large Numbers of
People.

County Ordinance 112 was last updated in 2004. The significant recommendations are:
o Changing the language related to sound/noise to be consistent with Minnesota Rules.

o Adding more specific guidelines governing the number of law enforcement personnel needed for
events.

e Modifying the hours during which an assemblage activity is allowed in consideration of residents
surrounding an event.

e Requiring permits for non County Fair events on the County Fairgrounds with attendance of 300
people or more. Currently these events are not required to have a permit unless they will have 500
or more attendees.

e Adding a provision that requires the event holder to explain in the planned method for counting the
number of attendees and for limiting the number of attendees to those authorized in the permit.

Recommended changes were presented at the February 9, 2010 Administration/Finance/Policy Committee of the
Whole meeting.

Staff recommends adoption of proposed amendments to Dakota County Ordinance No. 112, Regulating
Assemblages of Large Numbers of People which are included in Attachment A.

A Public Notice was published in the Rosemount Town Pages on March 5, 2010. To date, no comments have
been received from the public.
