Closed Executive Session: Easement Agreement With Autumn Libby, Richard Mickelson And Valerie
Mickelson, County Project 30-09

WHEREAS, Dakota County has constructed a roundabout at the intersection of Diffley Road and Rahn Road in the
City of Eagan; and

WHEREAS, in connection with such construction, Dakota County took 1,890 square feet of temporary easement
from the property owned Autumn Libby, Richard Mickelson and Valerie Mickelson; and

WHEREAS, although the landowners have signed a right-of-entry to permit County access to the land during the
construction project, the landowners have declined to enter into an easement agreement with the County at the
appraised value proposed by the County appraiser; and

WHEREAS, all other landowners affected by the project have signed easement agreements with the County and
the County has not commenced any condemnation action with respect to this project; and

WHEREAS, the Dakota County Board of Commissioners seeks legal advice from the County Attorney with respect
to negotiation of an easement agreement in connection with these three landowners, the public disclosure of which
would benefit the landowners and their counsel to the detriment of Dakota County’s interests; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Minn. Stat. § 13D.05, subd. 3(b), the County Board by resolution may close a meeting as
permitted by the attorney-client privilege.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Dakota County Board of Commissioners hereby closes the
County Board meeting on June 2, 2009, and recesses to Conference Room 3a, Administration Center, Hastings,
Minnesota, in order to discuss with the County Attorney the legal strategy of negotiating an easement agreement
with Autumn Libby, Richard Mickelson and Valerie Mickelson, in connection with County Project 30-09.

Closed Executive Session: Demand Of Qwest Corporation For Reimbursement Of Costs To Relocate
Utilities, County Project 28-36

WHEREAS, in 2008, Dakota County reconstructed County Road 28 (80th Street) between Babcock Trail and
Robert Street in the City of Inver Grove Heights (County Project 28-36); and

WHEREAS, in connection with County Project 28-36, Dakota County has entered into a joint powers agreement
with the City of Inver Grove Heights, pursuant to which, inter alia, the City of Inver Grove Heights installed new
municipal utility lines within the right of way of County Road 28; and

WHEREAS, installation of new municipal utility lines required Qwest Corporation to relocate its utilities that were
already located within the right-of-way of County Road 28; and

WHEREAS, on April 21, 2010, Qwest Corporation demanded that Dakota County and the City of Inver Grove
Heights reimburse Qwest Corporation for its costs to relocate its utilities, in the amount of $311,732.27; and
