
Can I have   
prescriptions  
mailed to me?
Yes, you can have prescriptions mailed to 
your home. Mail can be a convenient way  
to get prescription refills.  

To set up mail service, call your local  
participating pharmacy. You can obtain up  
to a 90-day supply of medications if  
prescribed by your doctor.

How do I use the discount 
card program?
If you are already a customer at a  
participating pharmacy, just tear off the 
panel on the right and give it to the  
pharmacy next time you fill a  prescription. 

If you are not a current customer, the 
participating pharmacy can transfer your 
prescription refills from your pharmacy  
for you!
