All available Adult Mental Health Supervisors attend and co-facilitate these meetings. In addition, if the consultation is about an identified high profile case, Dennis Price, Joanna Varriano and other members of the client team will be present.  

Eligibility Criteria for Rule 79 Case Management

Adult Mental Health Targeted Case Management (MH-TCM): Adult Mental Health Targeted Case Management (MH-TCM) services are Medical Assistance (MA) state plan services. These services assist persons with ongoing assessment, planning, referral, service coordination and monitoring of multiple needs. MH-TCM is provided to adults determined to have a serious and persistent mental illness (SPMI). (Taken from the Minnesota Disability Services Program Manual) 
Minnesota Statutes, section 245.462, subdivision 20 defines "person with serious and persistent mental illness". Eligibility for adult mental health case management services and community support program services is linked to this definition. For purposes of case management and community support services, a "person with serious and persistent mental illness" means an adult (person age 18 years or older) who has a mental illness diagnosis and meets one of the following criteria: 

· Has undergone two or more episodes of inpatient care for mental illness within the preceding 24 months

· Has experienced a continuous psychiatric hospitalization or residential treatment exceeding six months duration within the preceding 12 months 

· Has been treated by a crisis team two or more times within the preceding 24 months

· Has a diagnosis of schizophrenia, bipolar disorder, major depression or borderline personality disorder, evidences a significant impairment in functioning, and has a written opinion from a mental health professional, in the last three years stating he/she is reasonably likely to have future episodes requiring inpatient or residential treatment, unless ongoing case management or community support program services are provided 

· Has, in the last three years, been committed by a court as a person who is mentally ill under chapter 253b, or the adult’s commitment has been stayed or continued

· Was eligible under one of the above criteria but the specified time period has expired or the person was eligible as a child under section 245.4871, subdivision 6 (severe emotional disturbance); and has a written opinion from a mental health professional, in the last three years, stating that he/she is reasonably likely to have future episodes requiring inpatient or residential treatment, of a frequency described in the above criteria, unless ongoing case management or community support services are provided
