Know how to recycle household items,
electronics and household hazardous waste.
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To drop off items, follow
these steps:
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ACCEPTED ITEMS

Household hazardous waste

Most products labeled dangerous, flammable, poison, combustible or corrosive.

PACKAGE PROPERLY:

 Use sturdy, non-leaking, tightly-closed
containers and place them in a box
that can be left at The Recycling Zone.
Place leaking containers in a larger,
plastic container with a tight-fitting
lid. Do not place waste containers in
garbage bags.

« Keep in original labeled containers
when possible — write the name of
materials not in their original container
if you're sure of the contents. Do not
mix products together.
